2017.

country champs would be purchased. 

 An appeal will be placed in the next newsletter for members to search for missing 

trophies. 

 

Track and Field 

 The 2017 track and field champs will be held at Kingsmeadow on 27 August and 

it was planned to hold the 10,000m at Battersea Park on 13 September. 

 The Solihull track has been booked for the outdoor Inter-Area champs on Sunday 

2 July. 

 

Cross country 

 South West Vets has offered to host the 2017 Inter-Area Cross Country Challenge 

at Bournemouth on 25 November. 

 VAC finished 7
th

 in the final fixture of the Men’s Surrey League and 6
th

 overall at 

the end of the season.
